Report of Activity conducted in the Academic Year 2025-26

Intra-college Quiz (Asmitai Dis)
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Report Objectives:

1. To celebrate and preserve Goan identity (Asmitai).
2. To create awareness about Goa’s cultural heritage.

3. To instil pride in Goan traditions and language.

4. To sensitise students to Goa’s political and social history.

Brief Description: The Social Sciences Club of St. Xavier’s College,
Mapusa organised an Intra-College Quiz Competition on 23 January|
2026 to commemorate Asmitai Diwas. The quiz was open to all
students of St. Xavier’s College, Mapusa. Participation was in the form
of teams comprising two members each.

A total of 10 teams registered for the competition.

The main aim of organising the quiz was to create awareness and
promote understanding of Goan identity (Asmitai) by encouraging
students to engage with the political, cultural, and linguistic heritage of
Goa. The quiz also aimed to foster teamwork, critical thinking, and

healthy competition among students.




The quiz was conducted in three rounds:

1. Round One focused on the Politics of Goa, testing participants’
knowledge of Goa’s political history and contemporary affairs.

2. Round Two was an Open Round based on Goan culture and
language, highlighting traditions, heritage, and linguistic
diversity.

3. Round Three was an Audio-Visual Round, which enhanced
participant engagement and tested observational and analytical
skills.

The event was conducted smoothly and successfully, with enthusiastic
participation from both participants and the audience. The quiz served
as an effective platform to celebrate Asmitai Diwas while reinforcing
awareness of Goa’s socio-political and cultural identity.

Outcomes:
1. Students gained better awareness of Goan identity, culture,

language, and politics.

2. The quiz encouraged active participation and teamwork among
students.

3. Participants demonstrated improved general knowledge.

4. The programme successfully promoted the spirit of Asmitai
among students.
